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Class 3 &4

This week, in history we jumped into a
Time Machine and went back to World
War 2. We thought about what
questions we would like answered
about children in World War 2. In
English we listened and participated in
discussion about our new text,
‘Meerkat Mail’, and we identified the
features of a post card.

Next week, in science we are learning
parts of the human body.

This week, in English we read our
new text, ‘John Patrick Norman
McHennessy, the Boy who was
always late for School’, by John
Burningham. In maths, we explored
equal and unequal groups. In history
we heard audio clips from evacuees.

Next week, in maths we are looking at
arrays.

In
English, we are looking at the features
of a letter.

This week, in science we explored
classifying different rocks, thinking
about igneous, sedimentary and
metamorphic rocks and in English we
have began looking at our new key
text, ‘The Iron Man’.

Next week, in maths we will be
thinking about addition, including
portioning and redistribution.
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Willow & Holly Classes

This week, we started our new class
novel, ‘Charlie and the Chocolate
Factory’. In maths, we looked at our
seven times tables and further devel-
oped our mathematical vocabulary by
using the words multiplicand, factor
and product.

Next week, we will start our new
history unit which is the Stone Age. For
our sparky start, we have a very
special interactive learning experience
run by the British Museum.
